Understanding Home Care Packages
What Are Home Care Packages?

Home Care Packages (HCPs) are government-funded care plans that provide long-term
support to older Australians who wish to live independently at home. These packages are
tailored to the individual’s care needs and are managed by approved home care providers.

Levels of Home Care Packages
There are four levels of Home Care Packages based on the individual’s needs:
e Level 1 - Basic care needs (e.g., help with cleaning, meal prep)
¢ Level 2 - Low-level care (e.g., personal care, transport assistance)
¢ Level 3 — Intermediate care (e.g., nursing, mobility support)
¢ Level 4 —High-level care (e.g., dementia care, complex medical needs)

Each level comes with an allocated budget, which is used to pay for care services through a
chosen provider.

Services You Can Receive Through a Home Care Package
The Home Care Package is flexible and can include a wide range of services such as:
e Personal care assistance
e Nursing and clinical care
e Mobility aids and home modifications
e Social support and companionship
o Allied health services like physiotherapy or occupational therapy
e Help with cooking and nutrition

e Technology assistance (e.g., setting up safety devices)



All services are coordinated by a care manager and are aligned with the older person’s care
goals.

How to Apply for a Home Care Package in Sydney
Step 1: Contact My Aged Care

The first step is to register with My Aged Care, the Australian Government’s aged care
portal. You can:

e Visit www.myagedcare.gov.au
e (Call 1800 200422
Step 2: Get an ACAT Assessment

A trained assessor from the Aged Care Assessment Team (ACAT) will visit the senior at home
to evaluate their care needs. Based on this assessment, they will determine the appropriate
level of Home Care Package.

Step 3: Get Approved and Join the National Waitlist

Once approved, the person is placed in a national queue. The waiting time can vary
depending on demand, urgency, and availability in your area.

Step 4: Choose a Home Care Provider in Sydney

When your package becomes available, you’ll receive a letter from My Aged Care. At this
point, you can select a home care provider to manage your package and deliver services.
